4. Entries must be returned to the Library no later than Monday, October 27. 

5. Pumpkins will be on display for voting beginning Tuesday, October 28 through Monday, November 3.  

6. The contest will be judged by library patrons in person and via social media.  

7. The winners of each age category and the people’s choice award will be a notified via phone or email no later 

than Saturday, November 8. 

8. By entering the contest, you give the library permission to display the pumpkin, take pictures, and share the 

photos online. The library is not responsible for any damage. 

9. The Library may omit entries that are deemed not appropriate for public display. 

10. Pumpkins must be picked up by Saturday, November 8 or they will be discarded.
